Police Report
ASB seems to be on the increase with youths once again scaling the roofs on Lodge drive and the Village Library plus pedal cycle ASB is fast becoming a nuisance with youths stopping traffic with their pedal cycles on the highway. I will be getting a dispersal order on Culcheth village within the next few weeks to combat the issues with pedal cycles. This means that any youth/adult causing ASB with their pedal cycle with has their cycle seized and if they want the cycle back it will have to be collected from Warrington police station.

Anti-social behaviour – Culcheth -12 reports 
Burglary Dwellings – Culcheth – 3, Glazebury - 1.

Theft from motor vehicles – Culcheth - 14 vehicles have been entered and items taken. One male was caught and remanded until sentencing later this month.

Vehicle crime – Culcheth - 2 vehicles stolen.

Criminal damage – no reports
Other incidents:

Local residents reporting HGV’s and tractors with trailers driving along Common Lane over laden or exceeding the weight limit for the road. This is not a matter for the police but a matter for VOSA as the vehicles need to be escorted to a designated weigh bridge to be weighed correctly and then VOSA, if there are any offences committed, will take action. 

One male caught in possession of cannabis on Culcheth linear park under the age of 18 and was taken home, then interviewed at the police station.

Another male was caught in possession of cannabis again on Culcheth linear park and dealt with by means of a cannabis street warning. One juvenile will be interviewed for public order offences in the COOP. The male facing court for placing tape across the highway is still pending. 
Trucam Speed Enforcement:
TruCam has been used on Newchurch Lane where 12 vehicles were driving above the 20mph speed limit, the highest speed was 35 mph. TruCam was also used on Broseley lane but no vehicles caught speeding.

Priorities for October/November will be:

Hi-Viz patrols in the areas where motor vehicles were stolen and stolen from to give reassurance. Culcheth linear park patrols due to ongoing youth issues. Dispersal order to be authorized for Culcheth over a weekend to deal with ASB.

Members requested an update on the incident at Doeford Close reported at the September meeting. They also expressed concern about the increase in numbers and weight of vehicles using the village roads and requested contact details for VOSA The Clerk

9.5   Borough Councillor’s Report 
Members noted a report from the full Borough meeting held on 24th September:
A motion was passed to request that Government make available details of the Brexit Impact Assessment.

Budget preparation will begin soon. The Borough had made £1m for repairs and improvements to 12 Libraries. As the budget for repairs to Culcheth Library is near 250k there is a considerable short fall for the whole programme. As borrowing for capital programmes is allowed, one of the options being considered is renewing the building. Concern was expressed about lack of progress.

Members noted and agreed the External Auditor report 2017/18. It was agreed that, as neither the RFO nor the Internal Auditor had access to information from the Borough Council regarding the Council Tax Support Grant, it should be considered that the reports for 2017 and 2018 were completed and audited in good faith.

Members also noted that the Council Tax Support Grant would not be applicable for the 2019/20 budget round.

Members noted that all requests not already lodged for consideration for the 2018/19 budget must be notified to the Clerk before the end of November.

9.8. Chairman’s Communications
Members noted that a 6-month trial of a traffic scheme at Newchurch Primary School had been implemented by the Borough Council.
They also noted that the interrupted removal of derelict signage from areas of Newchurch Ward would, hopefully, be completed.
9.9 Date and Venue of Next Meeting

It was confirmed that the next meeting would be held at 7.30 pm on Tuesday 13th of November 2018 at Glazebury Methodist Church.
Members noted a comment that Culcheth Green was looking good following the drainage works. That new Street Lighting created dark areas between lampposts. That the increasing practice of allowing Non-material amendments to planning applications was undermining the validity of the system. A request was also made for information about the Precept and its relationship with the Borough Support Grant.
Members also noted further damage to grass verges at Culcheth Hall Drive caused by pupil traffic, and a request to write to Culcheth High School to ask them to ask pupils to use the footpaths. A request to replace culled trees. They noted that damage had been caused to a wooden bench at Linear Park. It was noted that Police are now patrolling the area, and it was agreed that Friends of Linear Park would be contacted with regard to the damaged bench. 
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
