6.2. Matters Arising:
6.2.1 – Common Lane/Broseley Lane Traffic Calming – members noted that a request for a 12-month review had been submitted. It was noted that work was to be commenced on 24th June.
6.2.2 – proposed tree planting on land opposite the Cherry Tree pub – Warrington Borough Council had been contacted for advice.
6.2.3 – Library – members noted that a lease agreement was in place and Livewire was under no obligation to vary it to accommodate notices and displays. A meeting with a Livewire representative had been arranged for 10th July at 10.00am. It was agreed that the Clerk would negotiate for a notice board in a prominent position outside the Library and for display space inside for important issues i.e. HS2, Local Plan etc. The Clerk
6.2.4 – Local Plan/Transport Plan – members noted that both comments had been submitted.
