Police Report 
In the absence of a Police representative the Chairman presented from a written report.

ASB - This month has been the busiest I have encountered since taking over nearly 12 months ago. Many of the calls made are in relation seasonal events with the hangover from Halloween and several jobs being reported involving fireworks. In all, 10 reports were made to the Police during the November. Nine in Culcheth and one in Glazebury.
These include egg throwing, fireworks being set off, groups of youths congregating and a nuisance male reported in a retail premises. 

Burglary Dwellings - Culcheth had two reports, a theft from a building site on Culcheth Green and electricity meter and copper piping were removed from a void property.  
Burglary Others - One this month in Culcheth where a shop on Lodge Drive was broken into overnight. The offenders escaped with the cash draw after smashing the glass door to gain entry. 
Theft of Motor Vehicle - A works van was stolen from Culcheth. Unfortunately the owner is not aware when it was taken and it could have occurred anytime in a seven day time period.One vehicle was taken from a restaurant in the Glazebury area this was a BMW M Sport vehicle. These are ongoing investigations. We would urge owners to keep their vehicles as safe as they can. 

Theft from Motor vehicles - Two during November. One from Culcheth which was a TAXI driver discovering his wallet missing from the car when returning home at the end of his shift. NEWS. As you can see this month has been challenging with many requests for our time and commitments to prioritise. In November my weekday early shifts have been taken up conducting assemblies all the students at Culcheth High School on the subject of Knife crime. This is something which is appearing in the news more and more often of late and a subject which needed to be addressed. Many young people nationally either carry or know someone who carries a weapon on a regular basis. With the assistance of School support Officer PC Pete White all the year groups were spoken to over four days. Each group was given a different age appropriate input.  All in all a huge undertaking. A number of those responsible for ASB this month have been identified and are in the process of being dealt with. This includes two shoplifters both 11 years of age who have been given banning notices from Sainsburys and letters from both the Borough Council and the Police. Both sets of parents have been spoken to and certainly one won’t be emjoying unsupervised fresh air until 2020. They were identified by good quality CCTV and an excellent working relationship with our friends at Culcheth High School. Finally Council Clerk Mike Durrington has rightly reminded me that I have not provided an update for any actions taken in relation to the issue on Thames Road. Regretfully with the increased workload and the limited time window (morning commute) mentioned by residents. It has not yet been possible to action this. It is my sincere hope to look at this this coming month and will be in a position to make comment in my next report.

11.5   Borough Councillor’s Report 
There will be a full Council meeting on 16th December.  We have reports from the updated licensing policy and the fourth local transport plan.  These are available if anyone wants to refer to them.

In the Licensing Policy I noted that there are suggested hours for various sorts of licensed premises in various locations.  I believe we come under ‘district centre’.  Each application is of course judged on its own merits, but the guideline is 12.00 pm for a restaurant and for a takeaway, 1.00 am for a pub or bar, 11.00 pm for an off licence, and a question mark for a night club or late bar subject to location and proximity of houses.

The transport plan emphasises that cycling should be encouraged and made safe.  There are maps with ‘desire lines’ for each area, and an acknowledgement that we have a long way to go.  The transport plan needs to be looked at on-line to understand the maps, which are colour-coded.
