4.1 The members reviewed the minutes of the meeting held on the 30th April 2020.
4.2. Matters Arising:
Members noted no further progress on the following:

Item 3.8 – proposal to send letters of appreciation to local organisations etc. that had remained open during the COVID-19 emergency situation. Members agreed that a general note would be published when things returned to normality.
4.3 - HS2
Members noted that a response to the Rails Needs Assessment call for evidence had been submitted. 
4.4 – Local Plan – members discussed the proposal for collaboration between Parish Councils in the north and south of the Borough. They felt that their responsibility was to uphold the views of the Electors of the parish and that collaboration with Parish Councils in other Wards could influence arguments put forward on their behalf.
It was agreed to recommend to the Parish Council that collaboration on Local Plan issues with any Parish Council outside the Ward should not take place.

4.5 – Local Energy Bill – members discussed the issue and agreed that support for the bill would be in line with the Parish Council Climate Emergency policy.

They agreed to recommend that Parish Council should support the Local Energy Bill 
4.6 Neighbourhoods/Community reports.

Members noted that no meetings had taken place. They also noted that Warrington Voluntary Action had been coordinating and supporting volunteer initiatives throughout the Borough during the current emergency. It was also noted that the Borough Council had been successful in keeping over 50% of very vulnerable children in Schools during the lockdown.
4.7 Law and Order Issues.

Members noted that the Police were supplying monthly reports, and that patrols were evident.
They noted that a commemorative tree at the Linear Park, that had been damaged and repaired, had subsequently been removed. They agreed that the Borough Council should be requested to investigate the removal and asked to replace the tree The Clerk
They also requested that the Police be notified of Nitrous Oxide phials being found on Shaw Street Car Park, and inconsiderate parking at Linear Park on fine weather days The Clerk
4.8 Correspondence – The members noted:

Public: 
Members noted that hedge growth at the ex-Chapel building at the eastern junction of Hob Hey Lane and Common Lane was obscuring the sight line for vehicles entering Common Lane.

They also noted that overgrown hedging at Wilton Lane was hindering pedestrian traffic. They agreed that both of these issues should be reported to the Borough Council The Clerk
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
