Police |Report April 2020 (written report)
Summary for Culcheth and Glazebury – April 2020.

ASB - No reports anywhere in Culcheth or Glazebury this month. Our young people appear in the main to be adhering to the new COVID-19 restrictions and there have been no complaints or issues raised with Officers when patrolling in the area. I have however spoken with two brothers from Culcheth out after 10PM on electric scooters. Having made a judgment call it was too late and inappropriate as a form of exercise I escorted the boys back to their home address near the Scout Hut and telephoned ‘mum’ when I returned to the office. 
Mum was in bed ill and the boys had snuck out was the explanation given. I told her there would be no more chances and any further sightings of the two would result in a £60 fine for each boy. This struck home as she realised as the boys were students she would be responsible for payment of the fine. She did thank me for telling her and assured me that there would be no repeat. To date there has not been.    

Burglary Dwelling - Only one report made by a Culcheth Resident which appears to have happened during a five-week period in 2019 but wasn’t reported at the time.

Burglary Others - There have been 4 Burglaries during April - One at Bents in Glazebury where there are no lines of enquiry due to the poor CCTV cover. The remaining three reports all relate to licensed premises in Culcheth. One took place at ‘The Culcheth Arms’ resulted in the theft of spirits. The other two attempts were made during the same week at ‘The Pack Horse’. One of these was unsuccessful whilst the other again resulted in the theft of Spirits. A man from the village has been arrested and charged with all three after admitting his guilt during interview. 

Theft of Motor Vehicle - One vehicle from Glazebury (Leigh End)

Theft from Motor vehicles - One theft of number plates from a car in Culcheth.

NEWS - A very strange time we are currently living in. As you would expect all Community work has had to conclude for the time being. We have stopped making routine calls and home visits as we would usually and are conducting the bulk of our work using Computer, Social Media and telephone.

Although the number of vehicles on our roads is reduced considerably with less people travelling to work. The speed of those remaining appears to be on the increase. This has been noted along with the amount of novice and occasional cyclists and speed checks will be carried out in the first week of May in the area.
