Anti Social Behaviour  - Culcheth.  -  4 incidents reported - Vehicles gathering in Shaw street Car park suspected drug use - Large gatherings of youths on Culcheth High School field - Walkway behind Downham Avenue.

Burglary Dwellings - No incidents reported of residential dwelling

.Burglary Others -  Culcheth  Local male arrested for three offences of burglary at public houses. Court date in July - Glazebury Raven Public house. Burglary where damage caused. 

Vehicle crime - Culcheth.  Suspicious activity around Wigshaw Lane and Hob Hey Lane of males peering into vehicles - Glazebury.  1 report of vehicle stolen

Violence - No reports

Road related traffic incidents - Roads policing unit regularly patrol Warrington road area of Glazebury due to vehicle recognition number plating. Three vehicles seized through no insurance and a young male driver arrested near to Culcheth high school for driving whilst under the influence of drugs. This driver had previous for drug dealing activity and is strongly linked to regular visits in the local area.

Trucam was conducted last week on Common lane, Warrington road areas. 14 vehicles driving in speeds between 35mph-41mph processed through central ticket office.
