Matters arising
[i] HS2 update expected after the elections.

[ii] Playground – funding agreed to proceed.

[iii] Livewire /Culcheth high School–Cllr M Smith has received no reply.

A zoom meeting was held with John Morris earlier today. A brief summary follows. No official announcement from Livewire but they withdrew from the school before Christmas, removing all property and returning hired equipment. Live Wire withdrew their equipment before the consultation results were published. There was a lack of engagement by Livewire / WBC with the Parish Council and the public. 

CHS now have an employee in place to organise bookings. It will be run as a business. The CHS Hire business is intended to be non-profit making and will use any profit to improve the leisure facilities. There are already increased demands for bookings. The community rooms were discussed. Two small rooms open into one. Currently both are in use for covid measures. They want flexibility with community use of rooms. There are plans for the use of the gym area as a large meeting room. Livewire underused the site. There have been some trials of use inside for family groups. Most activity is currently outdoors. Councillors' concerns include agreement with CHS on use of the community rooms and improved provision of leisure facilities for the young people of the villages.
[iv] Openreach – Work continues and correspondence ongoing.

Neighbourhood/Community reports 

Cllr Grime: In the last 5 years many WBC groups, premises etc have shut down due to the reduction in funding WBC have received. An example is the Community Meetings. They were originally organised by WBC and the Police who looked at local applications for funding. These meetings stopped. Until lockdown the fund could take applications from groups; for example, Scouts, over 60’s etc; for initiatives but not ongoing costs. Hopefully this will be offered again in the future. The PC cannot apply but groups can, backed by the PC but they must have a constitution etc. WVA have all the information. WBC supported foundation level groups in each ward. The community rooms at CHS were used every couple of months. This stopped 2-3 years ago. Cllr Grime ran the meetings herself. There will be new borough councillors who may be able to resume these meetings.

Law and Order issues
[i] Pet shop – litter this weekend included broken up polystyrene along the road etc which is believed to have come from the shop.

[ii] Shaw Street – The police asked the PC to allow the Shaw St. car park to be closed in the evenings. Discussion following this suggestion raised concerns. Current parking trends would be disrupted, especially when the restaurant reopens. It is a public car park. Pitches are in use. Double yellow lines could work in some areas. Parents from the primary school are also advised to use it.  As covid restrictions are lifted it will be needed more.  It is not realistic to close this facility.
