Police Report 7.30-7.50pm

Summary for the month of March.

March was a busier month for us as people here the PM’s plan for exiting lockdown and have vaccinations maybe aren’t as strict on obeying the lockdown as they were in the beginning.

ASB has seen a sharp increase with a sharp increase in both Culcheth and Croft.  The Shaw Street incidents relate to loud music, antisocial youths and in one case a home owner receiving the threats of damage to his property when asking for music to be turned down. We have also had the earlier mentioned case awaiting Crown Court. This has now been going on in one form or another since I started on the Ward over two years. Although patrols have increased, there are times we are not on duty when any cover is going to be some distance away. With this in mind and in light of recent events I would strongly ask members to discuss the locking the gates to the carpark during hours of darkness. We continue to do all we can in Policing the location but know that utilizing the existing barriers can only assist both us and residents. Cars are now not only local but are traveling from the Greater Manchester area.

After last months success with off road bikes Again we are having issues. Some are known to be from the GMP area and others are local to us. There are a couple of lines of enquiry to pursue after appeals were made for information on both Social media and Cheshire Alert.

To receive a Borough Council report

 Cllr Grime gave the following report:

There was a meeting of full Council on 29th March.  This is the last meeting before the election and there was a substantial amount of business.  There were four reports from the cabinet and other committees, on pay policy, the climate change emergency (an update report), some proposed constitutional amendments and the new code of conduct for members.  There was discussion on each of the reports, but all four policies were passed.  They can be found on the website.

There were a number of questions from the public and from Councillors, so many that we ran over the time limit and some questions had to be referred for written answers.  One question asked for an update on the progress in finding a location for a traveller transit site – this was referred for a written answer.  Another question asked why the Fiddlers Ferry site is not included as a potential site for housing in a local plan; the answer is that it was still operational when the Local Plan was drafted.  Full details will be in the minutes of the meeting on the website.

There were initially five motions, but as there were two motions expressing deep concern about violence against women, the proposers agreed that they should be merged.  This and a motion to reduce the impact of fireworks on pets and some vulnerable people were fully supported.  A motion on a pay rise for council and school workers was controversial – it was generally agreed that it was needed but the amount claimed by the unions was considered too high by some councillors.  However the motion was passed.

The final motion by two lib-dem councillors proposed a change in our constitution to give an undetermined extension to the 21-day rule for the call-in of planning applications by ward councillors.  This was strongly opposed by the chair of planning as the motion gave no mention of establishing whether it would be possible in practice for the Council to be able to keep to its own constitution and keep to Government policies.  The motion was defeated.
