Police Report 
There was no police presence so the Chairman gave a precis of the report.

ASB - Figures of ASB have risen this month as lockdown is relaxed and Schools and youth facilities remain closed. That said not all reports are down to our youngsters. In all there were 5 Culcheth reports. A variety of complaints from Off road Motor cycles an abusive adult customer the worse for drink. 
Burglary Dwelling - Nothing to report for June

Burglary Others - 3 this month all in the Culcheth area. Two from a property awaiting demolition on at Cawley Farm where fittings and copper piping was taken. The other was at a Nailbar on Church Lane closed due to Covid regulations.  

Theft of Motor Vehicle - Nothing to report.

Theft from Motor vehicles - One theft of motorcycle number plate from Culcheth. Nothing reported elsewhere.

Criminal Damage - This month a male has reported damage to his vehicle wing mirror in Culcheth.  The other report was the damage to our trees on parks in Culcheth. This particular incident we have had no witnesses and are unclear as to when this exactly happened. There was a male camping in the village at the time and although we have no evidence whatsoever to prove his involvement. Nothing has been reported since he was asked to move on.

News - Since the relaxing of safety measures the main reported issue we appear to be having is shoplifting in the Culcheth area with both Sainburys and Co-op being affected. There are lines of enquiry for some of these incidents with offenders travelling in to the area.  On a more positive note June has seen two vehicles from Bents seized for insurance offences. With one more seized from Warrington Road, Culcheth for obstruction. Finally I have been communicating with local resident George Savage from Common Lane regarding the complaints of speeding there. Since my last report there have been two laser enforcement sessions take place. . Traffic levels were low both times and the two one hour sessions only produced one speeding offence. The driver has however been sent a notice of intended prosecution for this. A further session will take place over the next few days and you can expect and update on this next time.
