Summary

The month of October

Slightly higher levels of ASB this month as we might expect due to Halloween and mischief night.

Other reported crime remained low with few reported low burglary and car crime figures across the ward. 

TRUCAM enforcement has continued uninterrupted this month with two sessions taking place one on Warrington Road, Glazebury which have us seven offences in an hour and a second session on Warrington Road Culcheth. This was done outside the Mee Brow Stores and produced Seven offences also. We are still managing to maintain one session a week on average as outlined by the previous PCC with the other two sessions for the month taking place in Croft.
