4. Police Report
Summary The month of November

ASB remains top of our list for recorded incident however from reading below you will see this covers a whole plethora of incident types and not just youth activity.
Our main issue this month has been Burglary incidents in the Glazebury area with those responsible likely looking to target desirable motor vehicles. The properties around the victim’s address have been subject to lengthy and rigorous enquiries for witnesses and CCTV which may assist us with our enquiries. There have also been DNA property marking kits issued to neighbours in the immediate vicinity should they have wish to have them. 
Due to the time this activity takes and not having our TRUCAM as it was sent off for upgrades, speed enforcement has been reduced this month. We have however been out as promised on Warrington Road in Glazebury. An hour at the Roadside had us record twenty-one activations. A shorter session in Culcheth near to the Mee Brow estate saw seven activations in thirty very wet minutes.

The below stats outline incidents from 01/11/2021- 30/11/2021

Anti-Social Behaviour   
Culcheth-. 6 Reports 
1-30th November 2021:

-Fake Tiktok account involving children advice given to school and parents.

-Firework throw at moving vehicle from another on Broadhurst Avenue. 
-Shaw Street call reporting music on carpark. Two registrations passed.

-Howard Road (Neighbour Dispute)as previous month. Advice given over a civil dispute over property boundary.

-Gilbert Court Items reportedly thrown at window early hours. Patrol attended nobody in the area, no evidence of marks on window glass or debris on the ground to support call. Reassurance given to live in manager and female. 

-Youths banging on Library and throwing rocks causing alarm to those inside. Attended by patrols after the event but youths had left the area.

Glazebury- 1 report - Civil dispute over parking. All parties advised of parking law and reassurance given to RP along with locating an alternative place to park.

Burglary Dwelling

Culcheth: Nothing to report.

Glazebury:

-Warrington Road, overnight whilst residents were sleeping. Alarm activated and Police attended. Offenders lifted out the glass from a rear window in the kitchen, but nothing was stolen. Residents new to the area and it is believed their new BMW was the target, but the keys were secure upstairs. 

-Sandfield Crescent. Again overnight entry by forcing the rear doors of the property. VW Golf taken with keys but found later nearby. Offenders likely parked up the vehicle nearby to see if they had activated a tracker with the intention of returning should it still be there later.
