Glazebury Play Area – Installation is completed, and Cllr Smith is attending an onsite meeting Wed 13/4. Inspection report to be forwarded to Clerk prior to opening.
Litter contract - One tender has been returned to date.
Jubilee Picnic on the Park - School will loan equipment for children’s games. 
7. 7.1 To receive a report from the Planning Committee 
Cllr Bland reported on the March meeting. There are quite a few applications, and after a glitch the committee are back on track with their approach. 
The Golborne Link Action Group have submitted a letter, from Mr F Allen, regarding the Golborne link. There has been a letter in the public domain suggesting the Golborne Link will not go ahead; all can hope this proves to be valid.
Good news about the Save the Raven Group succeeding after all the work they have put in.

WBC have passed the Local Plan which could result in housebuilding in the local area.

Cllr Benson reported that the Millennium Garden needs repairs and full maintenance. This includes posts which have been hit by cars. Tree bark needs to be removed. The tree stumps will be dealt with by WBC. 
Clock fault - This has been reported by the Clerk.
Cllr Seddon proposed that the first defibrillator, due next week, is fitted at the Scout Hut

in Glazebury. The second will be fitted at the BP garage. Agreed by all.
Councillors will marshal on Community Day. Each Councillor will be allocated 1 of the 10 emergency exit points. 
Cllr S Bland has an update regarding the Remembrance Parade. The Air Cadets are being approached to organise the parade. 

Good to see that Cllr Johnson has succeeded in having a post box installed. A tremendous help to local residents.
