21. Individual Councillor Reports
Councillor Allen

There had been no full council meeting since the last parish meeting.

Cllr Allen updated the parish on the current situation with Shaw Street and the ASB that a resident had reported was still taking place, with music and noise taking place at the side of the car park that was adjacent to his property, this went on well into the night.

Cllr Allen reported that the ward councillors had been involved in several meetings with the Borough Council and the Police to try and find a solution to the ongoing situation.

Unfortunately, no solution had been found, and Cllr Allen reported the conclusion of the last meeting:-

Locking of the car park at certain times - no resources were available and there were concerns for the safety of individuals, in particular any nominated person to lock and unlock any gates. 

Automated Bollards - expensive and costs in terms of on-going maintenance.

CCTV - no capacity for real time monitoring, costs versus incidents reported not viable.

ANPR - would only be beneficial with CCTV and very costly.

Cllr Allen suggested to the resident, that lights with motion sensors could be fitted to the lamp posts on the far side of the car park near his property, he agreed this might work, and Cllr Allen will take this up with the council.

Cllr Allen also suggested signs warning of the noise and nuisance offence, and if they were not heeded, then the police might be able to issue CSP letters, similar to those they had issued for ASB in an empty property in Culcheth.  This will be taken up with the Police.

The parish council might be able to apply for funding from the PCC to facilitate lights and signs if no other source of funding is available.

Cllr Allen also mentioned a meeting she had been informed of between Andy Burnham and James Grundy MP regarding an extension to Atherleigh Way from the East Lancs to Kenyon Junction.  The various Lane Heads groups had organised this.  Cllr Allen had contacted Mark Tune who initially had not heard of this, but subsequently confirmed the Council had been invited.  Cllr Allen wanted the parish to be aware, as this would go through the affect the villages and she had asked that the Borough Councillors for the ward be invited to this meeting.
