Questions were asked about the off-road bikes being used inappropriately, referred to in a press report; and ASB and graffiti, particularly at Shaw Street. There are currently different approaches to issues with bikes. Police indicate that overall, a small number of reports have been received, compared to other areas. All issues need to be reported and using the online system is good. A scrambler is available dependent on demand. There are ongoing positive engagements with young people in the area. The Youth Centre Hub in Warrington is excellent, but travel is an issue for many. 
Cllr Allen has written to T Whitfield at WBC regarding motion sensor lighting at Shaw Street. 

There will be a trial with existing lighting set differently. Signage has also been suggested. WBC will review in 6 months.

9. Finance 

9.1 Note; the meeting arranged for 20th June was non quorate, and the Extra Ordinary Meeting on 3rd July 2023 was held to discuss and make Finance decisions.
9.2 To consider the provision of a defibrillator at Newchurch Village Hall

Cllr Seddon reported that the defibrillator at the village hall is not in working order. Given the age a replacement is needed.  They agree that if the Parish Council can fund one it will be 24-hour access located at the front of the building. They will arrange the electrical work and monitor the new defibrillator.  
The Clerk states that funding is available from the Awards for All grant and cost would be between £1500 and £2000.

Resolved to purchase a cabinet and defibrillator for Newchurch Parish Hall, agreed by all.

9.3 Clerk’s verbal report

A summary document shows final totals for 2022/2023, and the draft budget used to set the precept. Some adjustments have been made and the current budget figures are shown. Those in green are part of the Awards for all and PC funding specifically for a bench, noticeboard, and defibrillator. Further adjustments can be made.

This has been completed and a report received, which will be reviewed at the next Finance Meeting. R Pearson has been booked to conduct the audit for the current year.

Councillors acknowledge receipt of Cllr Wendy Maisey’s emails; and refer to the complaint’s procedure should this be required. 
11. Borough Councillor Report 
Cllr Allen reported on Shaw Street; see also agenda item 6; and the ongoing ASB. Graffiti etc. Sensor activated lighting could be tried, however WBC want to trial differences with current lighting.  The use of the Noise and Statutory Nuisance Act 1993 signage may be possible.
Since the closing of the Livewire facilities at the high school, there is less for young people and as WBC take control there will hopefully be opportunities. 

Torus have held meetings for Borough Councillors. Senior staff were not aware of the worst cases of problems with housing. They intend to improve. The ‘Stay at home team’ will do 6 monthly visits. This seems insufficient and monthly would seem more realistic.

Full Council have met, and some motions were agreed. 

Footpaths and roads – minor improvements are suggested. Councillors can comment on those and suggest any omitted. Cllr Allen has the documentation.  

Cllr Benson reported on work carried out by Torus, which has been outstanding for some time.   Parking issues are being followed up at Albion Business Park, where bollards will be installed by WBC, and on Coronation Avenue.  
Newchurch Primary School have won an award. Culcheth Primary are through to a rugby final.
