6 Community Day 
Councillor S Bland gave an update. Almost everything is now in place. Clerk reports that the First Aid provision will be under £500 and booked through the security provider. There are some Councillor concerns about costs increasing however requirements of WBC and Insurance providers must be met.

Discussion raised concerns also about lack of treatment, unmonitored discharge, lorries at night, and the plant behind the Raven. The latter is reported to not be considered fir for purpose by UU.

9  Items for the next meeting
9.1 Climate & Environment

A resident who contacted the Clerk was in attendance and invited to take part in this agenda item. A community orchard could be considered, but there is not an obvious location. She has contacted the high school, Mersey Forest, and Cheshire Wildlife Trust.  The latter would be able to work with the PC to give support for initiatives. 
The Clerk noted that Councillor Benson reported that she had not received the email. Councillor Seddon has liaised. Discussion about the current engagement in Culcheth & Glazebury. The Clerk recently attended a meeting at Lymm PC for a sharing of ideas, report attached.  Councillor K Bland updated on provision in place including the Glazebury Play Area which includes natural wood structures and encourages wildlife and awareness. There are allotments managed by Bents.

The quote received for cleaning means that further quotes are needed. The bollard repair is within budget.

The Scouts are interested in tree planting, however there are limited places. This can link with the climate & environment.
